Applicators must hold an additional class of exterminator’s licence to apply insecticides (including larvicides) in water to control mosquitoes. The Mosquito/Biting Flies Licence is an aquatic pesticide exterminator’s class and allows: 
the use of insecticides in a water extermination to control mosquito, black fly or other biting fly aquatic stages;

the use of insecticides in a land extermination to control adult stages of mosquitoes, black flies and other biting fly populations.

The Licence excludes: 

the use of insecticides to control biting flies on livestock;

aerial application of insecticides.
