WNV checklist:
Help protect your clients from WNV

The best way to protect against WNV is to eliminate mosquito breeding areas.

In standing water:


Don’t allow any outside water to stand 
for more than four days.


Cover rain barrels with mesh or screen.


Drill holes in the bottom of any unused containers so water can’t collect.


Remove or drain any standing water from discarded tires, flower pots, wheelbarrows, barrels or tin cans left outdoors.


Change the water in bird baths every three or four days.

In swimming or wading pools:


Immediately remove any water collected on pool covers.


Make sure the pool’s pump is circulating water properly.


Turn over wading pools when not in use.

In eaves and drains:


Consistently clear leaves and twigs from gutter, storm or roof gutters.


Make sure drainage ditches are not clogged.


Check flat roofs frequently for any 
standing water.

Around the yard and lawn:


Immediately throw away raked leaves and other decaying items such as apples or berries that fall from trees. If they are not to be composted, place them in a closed container until disposal.


Turn over compost piles on a regular basis.


Fill in any low depression areas in lawns.


Try to keep mosquitoes out of the house.


Make certain that door and window screens fit tightly and do not have holes.


If there are no screens, keep doors and windows closed from early evening
to dawn.
